The Giving Season 
The consumerism of our culture is especially apparent during the holiday season, 

highlighting a variety of issues that arise with the prevalence of “stuff” in our     

society. Many people do not have enough, others have more than they will ever 

need, and it is difficult to understand the complicated interplay of systems and   

values that lead to these challenges. 

 

One of the gifts we can give our children during this time is to create opportunities 

for them to consider questions like “what we need vs. what we want”, and “why do 

some people not have enough” and “how can we help.” The development of empathy 

(the ability to take another perspective and value it) in children has been thought 

to take time, occurring when children are able to see themselves as separate indi-

viduals. However, more recent research has demonstrated that babies may have a 

natural inclination to understand and help (http://www.theguardian.com/

science/2013/oct/12/babies-moral-life), and we can build on this from the very begin-

ning. There are multitudes of ways children can participate in giving in a way they 

can understand. Locally we have The Reformer Christmas Stocking which offers 

people a chance to buy gifts for children and families who cannot afford it them-

selves. We also have Project Feed the Thousands as a mechanism for getting food to 

people without enough, as well as food pantries in individual communities and 

through churches. Providing meals is another opportunity to give, including cooking 

for the Overflow Shelter or delivering meals through Meals on Wheels. 

 

One of the challenges with opportunities for giving is making sure that everyone 

has a way to contribute. For instance, when there is a food drive at school for Pro-

ject Feed the Thousands you can be assured that children who are beneficiaries of 

that initiative also go to school there. They might not be able to bring in a canned 

good or a box of cereal, and may end up experiencing a sense of shame. It is im-

portant to find meaningful ways for people to give without having to buy other 

things. In the example of the food drive perhaps it is decorating the boxes or mak-

ing posters. Volunteering time is another way to give without making purchases – 

serving food or helping clean up at a community meal, or even helping a neighbor 

rake leaves or shovel snow. The more variety of opportunities there are to give the 

easier for people to give, and the better chance we have of creating a culture of sup-

port and service to each other in a natural way, not in a “human service” way. One 

of the foundational values of the Prouty Center is inclusion – a belief that everyone 

belongs, that everyone has something to contribute, and that we all have unique 

needs to accommodate in each other. When we cultivate giving in ourselves and 

others we make this vision more possible. Ideally every season will be “the giving 

season”, and we can use this holiday to give that notion a jump start.

Amanda 

attended her first CIS meeting on 11/3/14. We are very excited to have her as a part of our team!

Brandy Levesque, with Janice Stockman, just completed a 6 week parenting education series.  Ten parents of young       
children attended the series.  Topics included how to promote childrenõs social emotional development and how to use   

positive approaches to help children learn appropriate behavior.  Some of the things parents learned were focusing their 
energy on positive behaviors, setting up clear rules and consequences, staying calm and not energizing negativity and how 
to teach children to calm down when they have strong feelings.  The series was a combination of activities from listening to 

the instructors to hands-on activities.  It was a great success, with every parent leaving the series with an increased        
understanding of parenting and child development. 



CBS Activities in November:  

 

*WCCA held a Specialized Child Care training on two Thursday evenings and we presented CIS services and referral pro-

cess to this group of child care providers, many of whom were assistant teachers.  

*We attended a staff meeting at Youth Services to describe our programs and answer questions Youth Services staff had 

about our services.  

*We attended the District Leadership Team (DLT) meeting, where there was a discussion on the increased concerns with 

substance abuse in our area. Prudence McKinney from the Vermont Dept. of Health gave an update following the Opi-

ate Forum that was held at Marlboro College in September in which 55 people attended and came up with 15 strategies 

to try to improve this problem. A smaller group then identified the top 4 for our region to focus efforts. These include 1) 

Increased visibility of the Turning Point Center, which is expecting to open in its new location in downtown Brattleboro 

in January 2015, 2) Improve perception of safety in downtown Brattleboro, 3) More education to prescribers, including 

veterinarians and dentists, and 4) Enhancing the “Lock Your Meds” campaign. The DLT plans to continue this discus-

sion at the next meeting in December.  

*We attended the Blueprint Community Health team meeting where Kristin Neuf, Police Liason/Community Support Spe-

cialize spoke to the group and answered questions about her role in our community. She is an HCRS employee who 

works with the Police Department on various issues, including welfare checks, domestic violence calls, homicides, sui-

cides, untimely deaths, mental health issues, assisting Family Services in searching for children, and assisting the Fire 

Dept. with housing issues, etc.   

*Terri Keegan, the Coordinator for the Nine East Vermont Network Parent Infant Program and Kathy Rapp from the 

Windham Southwest Supervisory Union each attended an Early Intervention weekly meeting to meet with the team 

and discuss collaboration.  

*Our CBS Family Support team (Rhianna Kendrick, Crystal Blamy, Kellyn McCullough, and Emily Clever) attended the 

Vermont statewide housing conference in Burlington.  The team was able to hear about state and federal policies that 

affect homelessness and housing overall, as well as opportunities to think about creative solutions to homelessness.

A great internet resource, ñZero to Three,ò gives the following advice: 

Choose toys that can be used in a variety of ways. Choose toys that are "open-ended" in the sense  
that your child can play many different games with them. For example, wooden blocks or chunky plastic       
interlocking blocks can be used to make a road, a zoo, a bridge or a spaceship. Toys like this spark your 
child's imagination and help him develop problem-solving and logical thinking skills. 

Examples: Blocks, interlocking blocks, nesting blocks or cups, and toys for sand and water play. 

Look for toys that will grow with your child. We all have had the experience of buying a toy that our 
child plays with for two days and never touches again. You can guard against that by looking for toys that 
can be fun at different developmental stages. Examples: Plastic toy animals, trains, dump trucks, and  
other vehicles. 

Select toys that encourage exploration and problem-solving. Play gives children the chance to prac-
tice new skills over and over again. Toys that give kids a chance to figure something out on their ownðor 
with a little coachingðbuild their logical thinking skills and help them become persistent problem-solvers. 
They also help children develop spatial relations skills (understanding how things fit together), hand-eye 
coordination, and fine motor skills (using the small muscles in the hands and fingers). 

Examples: Puzzles, shape-sorters, blocks, nesting blocks or cups, art materials like clay, paint, crayons or 
play-dough 

Look for toys that spark your child's imagination. Look for toys that your child can use as he develops 
and acts out stories. Pretend play builds language and literacy skills, problem-solving skills, and the ability 
to sequence (put events in a logical order). 

Examples: Dress-up clothing, blocks, toy food and plastic plates, action figures, stuffed animals and dolls, 
trains and trucks, toddler-friendly dollhouses, toy tools, and boxes. 

Give your child the chance to play with "real" stuffðor toys that look like the real thing. Toys like this 
help children problem-solve, learn spatial relations (how things fit together), and develop fine motor skills 
(use of the small muscles in the hands and fingers).  Examples: Plastic dishes and food, toy keys, toy 
phone, dress-up clothes, musical instruments, child-size brooms, mops, brushes and dustpans 

Toss in some "getting ready to read" toys. Books, magnetic alphabet letters, and art supplies like  
markers, crayons, and finger-paints help your child develop early writing and reading skills. 

Seek out toys that encourage your child to be active. Look for toys that help your child practice current 
physical skills and develop new ones.  Examples: Balls of different shapes and sizes, ride-on toys (with 
appropriate protective gear), plastic bowling sets, child-size basketball hoop, pull-toys (e.g., toys that your 
child can pull on a string), wagon to fill and pull, gardening tools to dig and rake with, moving boxes (open 
at both ends) to make tunnels to crawl through 

Look for toys that nurture cross-generational play. While adults and children can play almost anything 
together, there are some toys that are designed for adult participation. As your child approaches age 3 and 
beyond, early board gamesðthat involve using one's memory or simple board games that do not require 
readingðare fun for all ages to play. Games encourage counting, matching and memory skills, as well as 
listening skills and self-control (as children learn to follow the rules). They also nurture language and     
relationship-building skills. Another important benefit is teaching children to be gracious winners and how 
to cope with losing.
